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October 7, 2009:  Have Glove, Will Travel: Adventures of a Baseball Vagabond Spaceman Bill Lee recounts his adventures in professional baseball and shares portraits of the colorful characters he’s met along the way.

“Spaceman” Bill Lee played for the Boston Red Sox from 1969-1978 and for the Montreal Expos from 1979-1982. In 2008, Lee was inducted into the Red Sox Hall of Fame as the team’s record-holder for most games pitched by a left-hander and the third highest win total for a left-hander. He is the author of four books: The Wrong Stuff; Have Glove, Will Travel; The Little Red (Sox) Book: A Revisionist Red Sox History; and Baseball Eccentrics: the Most Entertaining, Outrageous, and Unforgettable Characters in the Game. Lee was also featured in the 2006 documentary film Spaceman in Cuba.

November, 2009:  Charles Dickens and Great Expectations  Starting with a brief account of Dickens' early years, this lecture shows how Dickens' personal as well as literary experience led to the creation of Pip,  the protagonist of Great Expectations. As we will see, the autobiographical story Pip tells about his quest for love and wealth becomes the story of what happens when dreams turn into nightmares.
	James A. W. Heffernan is Emeritus Professor of English at Dartmouth College, where he was also Frederick Sessions Beebe '35 Professor in the Art of Writing. He earned his A.B. cum laude from Georgetown University and received his Ph.D. in English from Princeton University.

Dr. Heffernan chaired the Dartmouth English Department from 1978 to 1981 and taught a range of courses at Dartmouth including European Romanticism, English Romantic poetry, methods of literary criticism, and the 19th-Century English novel. For many years he also taught a senior seminar on Joyce’s Ulysses that was regularly oversubscribed.

Professor Heffernan has received five grants from the National Endowment for the Humanities. He has published, among other books, Representing the French Revolution: Literature, Historiography, and Art (1992) and Museum of Words: The Poetics of Ekphrasis from Homer to Ashbery (1993). The volume titled British Writers: Retrospective Supplement (Scribner's) includes his comprehensive essay on Joyce's work. He is the co-author of Writing: A College Handbook, now in its fifth edition. He has also published nearly 50 articles.

Widely known for his work on the relationship between literature and visual art, Professor Heffernan has lectured at international conferences in Israel, Sweden, Austria, Ireland, Holland, and Germany, as well as in various parts of the United States.

 December 2, 2009:  Capture the Flag The story of the American flag is the story of a nation in search of itself.  We will explore the colorful history of the flag as a lens into the political uses of patriotism: how it has been captured and claimed by a wide range of our fellow citizens to legitimize their versions of the American dream.  
Woden Teachout holds a Ph.D. in the History of American Civilization from Harvard University.  She has taught at Harvard and at Middlebury College.  She lives in Middlesex, where she is professor of graduate studies in history and culture at Union Institute & University.

January 6, 2010:  Why Plato, Why Now? In both the school system and the university there is currently a great deal of talk about transforming education.  The consensus is that the unprecedented technological advances of the last generation have produced a new type of learner—a kind of student whose needs and aspirations require something other than—more than—established or conventional methods of teaching.  Bishops University Professor Jamie Crooks argues what is needed is a good strong dose of Plato.  Plato’s Dialogues, written in response to a set of circumstances surprisingly similar to our own, hold out to us a perennial lesson on the nature of learning.  Its basic constituents are love and wonder.  Among its fruits: the civic responsibility that seems increasingly elusive.
Jamie Crooks studied music at Mount Allison University before undertaking graduate work in philosophy at the University of Toronto. He has been chair of the Philosophy Department since 1994. Professor Crooks is also conductor of the Bishop's University Singers and has worked regularly with the Drama department over the past four years on musical theatre projects.

February 3, 2010:  Welfare Brat: A Memoir   Author Mary Childers's childhood in the Bronx was often marred by violence, alcoholism and neglect. Referencing her own story, she discusses various paths out of poverty and away from welfare dependence, as well as ethical issues associated with publishing memoirs.

He is a Pulitzer Prize winner and the author of Mark Twain: A Life, Dangerous Water: the Story of the Boy Who Became Mark Twain, and Tom and Huck Don’t Live Here Anymore: Childhood and Murder in the Heart of America. In addition to writing, he has taught for the Bread Loaf Writers' Conference, the Salzburg Seminar in Salzburg, Austria, and at Middlebury College. Mr. Powers is also a commentator for Vermont Public Radio.

May 5, 2010:  The White Mountain Huts Dartmouth professor Allen Koop explains the Appalachian Mountain Club’s hut system in New Hampshire, and how the huts and their people have formed a society with its own history, traditions, and legends.
No one knows this mountain better than Allen Koop, who lives 10 minutes away in New London, New Hampshire. He has been a mountain man going back to his days as a hut man in the early 1960’s.  These days, Dr. Koop also lectures in the history department at Dartmouth College on 20th century European history and on the American health care system.
